Administrative Assessment and Evaluation Final Report

The group received copies of the report at the January meeting. Prior to the vote Barbara Schlichting reviewed the findings and recommendations. Barbara Schlichting noted that overall the Administrative Agent performed well. Providers noted the large impact of delayed funding and requested better communication to assist with planning for services.

Administrative Agent Update:
Lucy Counts reported that the HRSA site visit is scheduled from May 4th through May 8th.  Our project officer and a consultant will be coming. The site visit will include visits to provider sites, meetings with Planning Council Staff and the Administrative Agent, meetings with Quality management, and with consumers. They also plan to attend a Planning Council meeting. Lucy Counts noted that we have not yet received the FY15-16 award notice. Lucy Counts was told that it will likely be partial funding.
