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Practicum Learning Curricular Requirements

Generalist Curriculum

All students, except those with baccalaureate degrees from programs accredited by the Council on Social Work
Education, are required to take all of the generalist courses. These courses contain a body of knowledge, values,
and skills essential for social work practice. This common base is transferable among settings, population groups,
and problem areas. The generalist curriculum consists of courses in generalist social work practice with
corresponding field instruction, human behavior and the social environment, clinical assessment & diagnosis,
introductory social work research methods, social welfare policy and services, and a course focused on diversity
and oppression.

Successful completion of the generalist program is required before beginning the specialized curriculum.

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Specialized Curriculum

The specialized curriculum consists of a specialization in a method of advanced clinical practice or management
and policy, an advanced research course, advanced field instruction, and electives. Only after successful
completion of the generalist courses and the statistics requirement can students begin the specialized curriculum.
